In accordance with the German Noise Protection Ordinance of 1.8.1987, the machine must
not be used close to adjacent residential areas on Sundays and on public holidays and on
working days from 13.00 to 15.00 hrs and from 19.00 to 7.00 hrs.

Safety precautions

THESE INSTRUCTIONS ARE INTENDED FOR YOUR SAFETY. PLEASE READ CAREFULLY!

Read these operating instructions as well as all of the instructions which are
supplied together with components.

Keep children and unauthorised adults away from the equipment.

Do not drive the BJJ Riding Arena Leveller, if children or animals are nearby. The
driver is responsible for ensuring an adequate safety distance!

Only the driver himself/herself may be conveyed by the machine. It is strictly
forbidden to permit additional persons to ride on the machine. Such persons can be
dangerously injured (tools, rotating wheels, falling off, slipping down etc.). Moreover,
the machine components are not designed for such loads.

Care must be taken when handling fuel. Fire hazard!

Use only approved fuel cans.

Never remove the fuel tank cap or top up fuel while the engine is running or is
hot. Allow the engine to cool down for a few minutes before doing this. Never
fillthe tank in enclosed spaces. Immediately wipe up spilled fuel.

Do not smoke while filling up with fuel.

Do not start the engine in closed rooms. If the engine is started in the garage,
open the doors. The exhaust fumes contain CARBON MONOXIDE, an
ODOURLESS and LETHAL GAS.

Never park the machine with a full tank in a room in which the gases can
come into contact with naked flames or sparks. Before parking in enclosed
spaces, always allow the engine to cool down.

Before any operational use the fuel level is to be checked. During refiling leave
enough space for the expansion of the fuel in the tank which can be caused
by engine heat or the effects of sunshine.

6. Do not wear any loose-fitting clothing that could get caught up in the moving parts.
